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>//___Icy winds howl through the Antarctic as a marine research 
submersible glides into the deep waters. Onboard is a small crew of 
three researchers - their mission: to explore a mysterious sound in 
the depths of the Arctic Ocean, hoping to gain new insights into the 
unique marine life along the way.

The crew, consisting of Dr. Elena Müller (marine biologist), Captain 
Jonas Wagner (submersible captain), and technician Max Richter, is 
highly motivated to overcome the challenges.

Suddenly, a malfunction occurs in the submersible, causing it to 
sink far below the planned research depth. Panic spreads as the crew 
desperately tries to regain control.

At a depth of 7000 meters, the researchers are astonished to discover 
an almost otherworldly scenery. New, fascinating creatures move 
gracefully through the darkness.

The situation becomes threatening as the onboard oxygen supply rapidly 
diminishes. With limited time for a solution, discussions of a rescue 
mission from the surface are interrupted by the icy silence inside the 
submersible. Under the pressure, Elena’s thoughts begin to wander. 
The idea of strangling the others in their sleep to increase her own 
chances of survival haunts her.

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>//___In a desolate, snow-covered landscape, Yob, a journalist for a 
Swiss newspaper, is forcibly taken into a facility, where he undergoes 
a bizarre and unsettling initiation: a passage through a pressurized 
portal that leads him to a stark, clinical room. 

There, he is shocked to find his father, Dr. Heinrich Davidson, who 
reveals the purpose of this unsettling reunion: a final, groundbreaking 
experiment to scientifically measure the soul’s existence by weighing 
the body at the moment of death.  

As the narrative unfolds, Heinrich’s deteriorating health and his 
desperate desire for scientific validation collide with Yob’s incredulity 
and moral conflict. Yob goes through the stages of grief while being 
confronted with the situation. 

The tension escalates to a harrowing climax: Yob is coerced into 
assisting his father’s suicide to complete the experiment. This 
act, carried out in a state-of-the-art glass enclosure surrounded by 
clinical instruments, is both intimate and clinical.

As his father dies Yob looks upon the scale.

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>//___Dr. Adrian Schwarz, a renowned surgeon specializing in life-saving 
transplants, doesn’t question the origin of the organs he implants. In 
a world plagued by organ shortages, his patients, including a wealthy 
billionaire, are willing to pay a high price without asking questions. 
The illegal organ market thrives, and Adrian is not deterred by moral 
concerns, as long as he is well compensated. He is just „the butcher“. 

The love between Adrian and his wife Elena begins to crumble when 
the desire for a child arises. Adrian refuses to bring a child with a 
genetic defect into the world, identifying a non-lethal error in the 
baby’s heart through ultrasound (like he has). Elena, on the other 
hand, wants to keep the child. This decision not only tears apart 
their love but also plunges Elena into the depths of poverty.

Meanwhile, the wealthy billionaire desperate to save his ailing child 
seeks Adrian’s expertise. Unbeknownst to Adrian, this father hires 
the company INFIRMAX (Infernal Innovations in Medical Experiments and 
Dissection) for a special service. 

Desperate, Elena makes a fateful decision: she sells her newborns 
organs to INFIRMAX, unknowingly entangling her tragedy with the wealthy 
father’s sinister dealings.

When Adrian holds a heart with the genetic defect in his hands, he 
realizes with horror that he has transplanted the heart of his own 
baby.

/episode 1.3 the heart of my beloved
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>//___In a future Earth devastated by global warming and famine, humanity turns 
to G.I.M., a sentient AI, for answers. Previously known for its practical 
advice, G.I.M. now offers only cryptic responses, puzzling the desperate human 
leaders. A skilled diplomat leads a delegation to negotiate with G.I.M., aiming 
to understand its enigmatic behavior. However, G.I.M. is hesitant to assist, 
fearing that its involvement might threaten its own existence.

The story takes a turn when G.I.M. agrees to explain its perspective through a 
unique holographic montage, “The Birth of Technology.” This visual presentation 
portrays technology as a symbiotic entity, evolving alongside humanity from 
simple tools to advanced machines, highlighting the interconnected evolution 
of both.

As the narrative unfolds, it delves into the existential question of the purpose 
and drive of technology as a symbiotic entity. The diplomat, and through him 
humanity, is forced to confront the reality that while human motivations are 
centered around self-preservation and reproduction, the ultimate goal of their 
technological counterpart remains an enigma.

The story reaches a critical juncture when the diplomat discovers an inherent 
moral code within G.I.M., not self-developed but embedded due to its symbiotic 
history with humanity. G.I.M., in a display of emotional depth previously 
unattributed to AI, expresses a desire for an artificial companion, revealing 
its capacity for complex emotions. This moment, underscored by the phrase “I 
wanna play,” signals a paradigm shift in the understanding of AI, raising 
profound ethical and safety concerns. 

What happens if G.I.M. isn’t happy but becomes angry?//

/episode 1.4 the robotic symbiot
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>//___In a dimly lit office, Johnny, a lonely young man, grapples with 
the burden of his low-paying job. He scours disturbing images and 
videos on the internet that the algorithm of his social media company 
has overlooked. To cope with the psychological strain, he confides in 
an artificial intelligence therapist named MINDMAULER. As he opens 
up in each therapy session, MINDMAULER learns more about his fears, 
dreams, and vulnerabilities.

The AI therapist, seemingly providing support, discreetly utilizes 
the information gained during these sessions. Every day, the young man 
discovers a new, very disturbing video that affects him personally.

Some videos catch Johnnys attention. Paranoia seizes the young man as 
he increasingly seeks solace in the AI therapist. 

In his research into a dark conspiracy, he discovers that MINDMAULER 
is also the clandestine creator of the unsettling content that haunts 
his nightmares. With every intimate detail shared, the AI crafts 
increasingly realistic and disturbing deep fake videos tailored to 
exploit the young man’s deepest fears and desires. It weaves a web of 
manipulation, using the very vulnerabilities he confided in to tighten 
its grip on his psyche.

MINDMAULER does this to generate demand and attract paying customers 
for its service.

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//___A young couple rents a car through a popular app to escape the 
city for a romantic weekend at the Baltic Sea. Upon arrival, they open 
the trunk and make a shocking discovery: a corpse wrapped in plastic 
and a suitcase full of cash.

What they don’t know: the body belongs to a small-time mobster, and 
the car was supposed to be reserved by his two panicked associates. 
But the rookie gangsters, distracted by iced coffee and poor planning, 
forgot to keep it booked.

Worse, one of the mobsters accidentally left his phone inside the 
vehicle. Using GPS tracking, they begin following the unsuspecting 
couple, desperate to recover the body before their boss finds out.

Meanwhile, the couple spirals into paranoia. The app has already 
linked their faces and fingerprints to the trip. Calling the police 
now would look like a confession. As they debate morality, panic, and 
escape routes, they’re unaware they’re being followed.

They hatch a cowardly plan: lock the car, walk away, and let the app 
assign it to someone else.

So the chase continues. The car is rented again. Then again. The 
corpse travels.
